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Alcohol Burner worked flawlessly with the Solo stove. Used as an alternative to burning sticks. Boiled 20 oz. of water for my morning coffee and dehydrated meals in the 6-8 minute range. Highly suggest giving some guidance or information on what fuels to burn. If someone is new to this, like I was, you will have to do some research by reading multiple blogs/discussion boards, review a couple youtube videos ( ) comparing the different types of fuel possible: denatured alcohol, HEET, everclear, isopropyl alcohol (91% or 99%), etc. I went with denatured alcohol. Secondly, finding a container to store your alcohol is not simple. Trangia makes a plastic red squeeze bottle, but according to many sources YELLOW is the official color for alcohol fuels, BLUE is for kerosene, and RED only for petroleum fuels. ANY information or sources for safe backpacking sized alcohol storage containers would be very helpful. I make these comments because anyone buying and using an alcohol stove for back country use will face these same issues deciding: which fuel, how do I carry it. and I believe you will also fall in love with little marvel of engineering. Update: had to down grade the Solo burner after I bought a Trangia # 23 for less money, the Solo burner does not burn as hot as the Trangia and has a tendency to leak if you don't crank down the lid extremely tight. The Solo burner is made of a thinner gauge brass and the threads are not formed as well as the Trangia. The quality between the two is very noticeable. The permit is issued to businesses, mostly wineries where it is a food grade solvent, or to pharmacies where it is used to prepare medicines or again as a food grade solvent. Usually its a special order item meaning it can take from 7-14 days to order from the warehouse in Richmond, but some stores to have it on hand in the back. Personally I never saw it sold in the store I managed, I only saw it in 1.75l bottles, and the permits were all issued long ago, in the early to mid 1990's, but most pharmacies from around that time in town had a permit on file. In this case 28 grams of ground bud was placed in the one quart glass canning jar, that was chosen as the container to mix the alcohol and marijuana in. A one quart glass canning jar like the one shown has a capacity of up to about 2 ounces, 56 grams, of marijuana buds that have been ground up. I would never use any alcohol other than Everclear. 195 proof (97% alcohol). Very nearly pure grain alcohol. Reason being is that it has no flavor unlike all vodkas. Also since it it twice as strong you need only half as much and the real kicker is the cost usually around $14 a fifth. 28 grams of ground marijuana will be put in a one quart glass canning jar, mixed with enough alcohol to totally submerge it, then stirred. The alcohol will dissolve THC, CBD, and other alcohol soluble cannabinoids. The mixture of alcohol and cannabinoids will then be poured through the filtration system to remove plant material and other impurities. This is called the first flush. To remove any remaining cannabinoids, the same marijuana from the first flush will be mixed with another batch of clean alcohol and poured into the second filter. This is called the second flush. After being flushed twice, the marijuana can be discarded. Put the filtered liquid mixture on the heat source. When the alcohol reaches its boiling point, you will see bubbles start to form. After it starts boiling, the alcohol will begin to evaporate. Keep heating the alcohol until it stops boiling. As soon as it stops bubbling all the alcohol has evaporated. Yesterday, because I am running out of my 2010 cherry vanilla extract, I finally made it to a liquor store. A trip that left me flabbergasted at the range of flavors now in vodka. On another whim, I added a raspberry flavored vodka to my list of purchase. I confess to spending far longer than I expected imagining vanilla extracts made with new flavors, hmmm green apple vanilla extract. I use one pound of grade B extract beans from Vanilla and Saffron, and 1.75 liter of vodka plus one cup. I use Smirnoff vodka and would use even cheaper if I was not afraid it would not be as good. When all the liquid has passed through the filters, and you are finished with all the marijuana you want to process, it is time to evaporate the alcohol. You can mix the contents of the two containers or you can evaporate them separately. The liquid in the first flush container is the better of the two. By keeping them separate you will have 2 grades of hash oil. To evaporate the alcohol you will need a heat source and something to put the alcohol in while it is on the heat source. Don't use an expensive vodka unless you get a deal on it. i have used Gordons Vodka and Smirnoff Vodka bought on sale. Pour a little bit of the vodka out of the bottle if it is a glass one and add yourncut beans. If the bottle is plastic and you are using another container, just put cutbbeans to a thoroughly CLEANED and STERILIZED container and pour in vodka leaving about 1/2″-1″ from the top. Yes you want a little space so you can shake the bottle daily for the first few weeks. .then a few times a week. Good luck!!
